Balloon Rifle Shoot

1st Saturday Each Month

Start Time — 9:30 or immediately after the Balloon Pistol Match
Match Director — Chet Kucharsky
Fee: $2.00 for members. For non-members fee is a $20.00 Range Fee plus $2.00
Open to any shooter over 14 years old
Effective 9/13/14, 14 year old juniors are now permitted to shoot this match.
Juniors must be under the “Direct Supervision of an Adult”. The match director will
determine the eligibility of Junior shooters. Participants must be competent
shooting 22 caliber rifle.

Description: 5 balloons (approx. 5" in diameter) are placed on a 4 X 6 sheet of
cardboard at 75 feet. At the sound of the buzzer Shooters fire individually
until all 5 balloons are broken.

Equipment: Any rim fire rifle with any type of sights. No air guns or shot shells.

At the sound of the buzzer, shooters fire individually until all 5 balloons are
broken. When all competitors have completed this stage, the line is made safe
and another round of balloons are attached. Once the line is made safe, shooters
are not permitted to touch anything on the shooting benches until the next round
starts. All competitors repeat this procedure a total of three times

The least favorable of the 3 rounds is discarded and the remaining 2 rounds are

averaged. The final score is the average time in seconds of the two best rounds.
In the case of a tie the least number of rounds fired determines the winner.
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
